• Hike to the spectacular Maltese cross (subject to weather conditions & fitness 
level; alternatives available) 

• Lunch and craft beer tasting at Nieuw brew, a microbrewery in the heart of the 
Cederberg 

• Relax and enjoy the sunset next to the natural swimming hole  

• Dinner
